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Anti-corruption audit — is a type of professional
action that looks at how well national laws,
regulations, and standards from other countries
related to fighting corruption (like the US Foreign
Corrupt Practices Act and the UK Bribery Act) are
being observed, as well as how ethical rules are
being followed.

In 2016-2019, the International Organisation of
Supreme Audit Institutions (INTOSAI) developed
the Guideline for the Audit of Corruption
Prevention (GUID 5270) with editorial changes
in 2019. This Guideline recommends taking into
consideration the organisational culture, risk
management and anti-corruption programme of
a government organisation. Particular attention is
paid to things like the allocation of responsibilities,
staff rotation, training and skills development for
employees, etc. This guideline can be used not
only by auditors but also by any organisation
to implement good practices for preventing
corruption.

In addition, anti-corruption audit (audit of
corruption prevention) may be part of the 1SO
certification process and, in this case, will be
conducted by certified organizations according to
specific programs and with specified frequency.

The Department for Prevention and Detection of
Corruption of the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine
is an authorised unit for the prevention and

The State Anti-Corruption Programme for the
Implementation of the Anti-Corruption Strategy is
a document setting out actions for implementing
the Anti-Corruption Strategy that are mandatory
for central government agencies, local self-
government bodies and other entities assigned to
perform such actions. The State Anti-Corruption
Programme for the Implementation of the Anti-
Corruption Strategy must, in particular, contain
information on the number, the title and scope
of the action; key performance indicators for
the action; deadlines for the action; action
implementers; sources and amounts of financial
resources required to implement the action. By
this document, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
determines the principles of the public anti-
corruption policy for the relevant period. It is
approved by law. The Anti-Corruption Strategy is
developed by the National Agency on Corruption
Prevention based on a review of the corruption
environment and the outcomes of the preceding
Anti-Corruption Strategy implementation. The
Anti-Corruption Strategy is putinto action through
the State Anti-Corruption Programme for the
implementation of the Anti-Corruption Strategy,
which is developed by the National Agency on
Corruption Prevention, taking into consideration
the requirements set out in the relevant strategy
and the Law of Ukraine ‘On Prevention of
Corruption’, and is approved by the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine within six months from the
date of entry into force of the law approving the
Anti-Corruption Strategy.

Embezzlement is the unlawful gratuitous
alienation, use or disposal of property entrusted
to or controlled by the offender (sale, gift,
use, transfer to other persons, etc.). Most
often, embezzlement follows appropriation
and is the subsequent phase of the crime.
However, embezzlement may not be related
to appropriation. Embezzlement is considered
committed from the moment of alienation or
disposal of the property. Unlike appropriation,
in the case of embezzlement, the entrusted
property is no longer in the possession of the
guilty party at the time the claim for its return
is made. A person who only had access to the
property by virtue of their activities cannot be
held liable for appropriation and embezzlement
(Part 1 of Article 191 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine).

Family members are persons who live together
on a permanent basis and run a joint household.
Such persons include not only close relatives
(siblings, grandchildren, grandparents), but
also other relatives or individuals who are not
directly related to the person concerned (siblings
of the spouse; half-brothers and half-sisters;
stepparents; guardians, custodians, stepchildren,
and others). In addition to living together, the
following conditions must be met for them to be
recognised as family members: running a joint
household, i.e. shared expenses, a joint budget,
shared meals, purchase of property for shared use,
participation in the expenses and maintenance of
the household, its renovation, mutual assistance,
the existence of verbal or written agreements
on the use of living space, other circumstances
confirming the authenticity of family relations.
